Target your donors

If you are holding a drive at your school, target students, teachers, staff, and par-
ents. Try contacting the PTSA and student government to help raise awareness of
your efforts.

Location, Location, Location

If your drive is open to the public be sure that the drop off location is well marked
and easy to get to. Consider posting "Food Drive Drop-Off Point" signs. You can en-
hance your collection by using Hopelink sleeves, crates, and posters. Put these
where people can see them, where they will not obstruct foot or vehicular traffic,
and where they are protected from adverse weather.

Decide on the type of drive, and the duration of th e drive

Decide if you want the drive to be a one-time collection event, or a multi-week com-
petition between classrooms or offices. Many drives take place over a week or
more, so people have a longer period of time to bring in their items.

Set a goal for your drive
Communicate your goal, and report your progress toward that goal to your partici-
pants throughout the drive. This can be a fantastic motivation tool!

Select drive leaders
Dependable people with good leadership skills, and enough free time to be helpful.

Orient your drive leaders
Explain the need for food, confirm dates, and explain drive procedures.

Spread The Word
Create a slogan that relates to your organization. Send out the suggested food list
provided by Hopelink (page 7).
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Aside from supplies,

Food Transportation
Unfortunately, Hopelink does not
have the capacity to pick up
donations from all community
efforts. We strongly request you
arrange to pick up any supplies
(including sleeves or posters) at
the closest center to you
(locations on page 8), and then
drop off all donations you collect
at that same center. However, if
you do not have a way to trans-
port donations, please contact the
Hopelink Community Engage-
ment Department (phone number
listed below) at least 5 business
days in advance. The more warn-
ing we have, the more likely we
will be able to help you.
